We will follow the daytime syllabus, which you have been given, with a few important exceptions.

· The first lecture will cover chapter 2.  Chapter 1 will be covered in the first recitation. 

· The first lecture exam will be given in class on Monday, October 15th. It will cover chapters one to five in the text.

· The second lecture test will be given in class on Monday, November 19th. It will cover chapters ,6,7 8, and 10.

· The final exam will be given on December 17st at 6 PM.

· There are NO make-up exams.  However, if you know in advance that you will be unable to attend class on the night of a scheduled exam, you may take the daytime exam at the time indicated on the syllabus. You must notify Professor Ciszkowska in advance if you plan to do this.

· The first recitation will cover chapter 1 very briefly. You are responsible for all of the material in chapter 1, except for conversions out of the metric system.  ( cm to feet, pounds to grams, Fahrenheit to Celsius, etc.)

· The concept of pi bonding, (section 9.6) will be included.

· Phase diagrams, section 11.6, will be presented BEFORE chapter 13. 

Office hours begin as soon as the lecture ends, and last one hour. You may email me for help at any time, but be sure to identify yourself by putting your name in your email, and including “Brooklyn College” in your subject title.

You should bring a scientific calculator to every lecture.  Get used to one particular model. For chemistry 1 and 2, a model like the TI 30 is fine, and actually easier to use than the more expensive graphing calculators.  The use of graphing calculators is not permitted on examinations.

You should already know how to use your calculator, but we will briefly review how to perform scientific calculations during the second lecture.

If you did not take high school chemistry, or if you took it and did poorly, you probably do not belong in this course! Please see me so that we can explore other options.

Reminder:  If you are exempt from labs, inform me immediately. Remember that you are NOT exempt from recitation quizzes!
